Active Engagement: Now it+'s your +urn +o +ry it. You are 9oing o tumn +o
your partner and tell them a story. Partner A will talk first while Partner B
listens. Then we will +rade, and Partner B will +ell +heir story while Partner
A listens.

(Listen in +o pariner +alk.)

Link: So today youre going +o write +he story you just fold your pariner.
Remember that any +ime you are writing, you can write stories that you've
already told.
