Teaching Point (Strategy): One way that readers show their reading identily is with a
reader's notebook.

Tum and tell your partner one
idea you already have for your reading life section. When you've both got an idea,
give me a thumbs-up.

Watch for thumbs - ask a few pairs to share.

Link: So today, | hope you'll feel your reading identity geHing stronger as you work in
your reader’s notebook. But | hope you also feel that every single day. Every day,
you ate a stronger reader than you were yesterday!
