Mini-Lesson: 2™ Grade Reading

Intention (Skill): Monitoring for Meaning

Teaching Point (Strateqy): Readers know they really understand a book
when they can read i+ smoothly.

Connection: Yesterday. we talked about how important it is +o pay close
attention when you read 4o make sure youre not confused. This week, we're
going o talk about ways you can be sure you understand what youre
reading.

Teach: Let me show you what | mean. When | read Earrings for the first
time, it sounded kind of like this. (Read pages | and 2 of Earrings with little
expression/fluency.) | got all of the words right, but I'm not sure | REALLY
understood the meaning. 'm going to 4ry again, but Im going +o work hard +o
understand the words so that | can make my reading sound smooth. (Read
pages | and 2 again, this ¥ime with more expression and fluency.) Did you
hear how much smoother that sounded? When | really understand what I'm
reading. my voice sounds like the character's voice, and | sound smooth, jus+
like 'm +alking.

Open your book, and fum +o
your pariner +o read a little bit Yo them. Make sure you read i+ smoothly.
That's how youll know you understand what youre reading.
